"When I first heard that there was a request for the use of five Doors songs, I thought, 'No way!’ says Ray Manzarek, who played keyboards for the Doors, “Maybe they would get one song - if they were lucky. After seeing a rough cut of the film, I realized that this was an outstanding piece of work. [The screening] convinced me that it was OK. In addition, I'd like to see a promotional clip made for 'Break On Through' that features footage of Elvis dancing to the Doors. Now that would be a sight"
Manzarek gave clearance to all five of the requested songs, “Hello, I Love You," "People Are Strange" and "Break On Through" merge together for a medley during a sequence where Gump learns to play ping-pong. Larger segments of both "Soul Kitchen" and "Love Her Madly" are also used in the film.
"There were certain songs that I knew were perfect for this film," says Zemeckis. "I had to have "Free Bird' by Lynyrd Skynryd playing during the scene when the character of Jenny contemplated suicide on a building ledge, and “Volunteers” by Jefferson Airplane should play during the anti-war rally."
Zemeckis says that there was one song mat he was denied per​mission to use — Sammy 
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Nostalgia was good for "Gump," the first double-CD sound​track released in 12 years.
Davis Jr.'s "Candy Man."
"I really wanted that song to play over images of Richard Nixon, but it just didn't happen," says Zemeckis, who explains that it is under exclusive license to candy manufacturer M&M Mars for commercial usage and that the company has blocked rights to the song.
"We ended up with 'Raindrops Keep Falling On My Head,' which works well in the scene," says Zemeckis.
Screenwriter Eric Roth aimed to get specific songs hi the film when he penned the screenplay.
"I knew that Elvis' television performance of 'Hound Dog* should be in the film," says Rom.

"I wanted 'Blowin' In The Wind* for the strip-club scene and 'Where Have All The Flowers Gone' for the candlelight vigil. These songs were as important as the characters in those scenes. For those of us who are old enough to remember the ‘50s, ‘60s and ‘70s, this music brings a sense of immediate familiarity. People identify with the time and place it held in their life."
Roth says that he also hoped to include music from Janis Joplin and the Grateful Dead in the film, but was unsuccessful.
"But the end product was something so overwhelming. It was more than I ever imagined," says Roth. "It's rare that, as a writer, you see something so real​ized in its completed state."
Two songs featured in the film differ from their commercially available versions. Joan Baez's "Blowin' In The Wind," featured on the soundtrack, is performed live by actress Robin Wright hi the film. Elvis Presley's studio version of "Hound Dog" appears on the soundtrack, while the film features Presley performing the song on a television show.
"I never doubted that we'd be able to pull it off," says Meyers. 1 was a little uncertain about get​ting all the rights for the double-CD soundtrack, though. Some​how, it all came together."
The "Forrest Gump" sound​track has sold well, debuting at No. 34 in its first week on the
